Some Like It Hot is a 1959 American
romantic comedy film set in 1929.
During the era of prohibition, alcohol
was seemingly suppressed but
actually sold secretly. People were
lured by illegal speakeasies, which

are underground bars.

What's worse, mafia gangs gained power by taking over the underground alcohol
market. They fought each other for market control in violent confrontations, including
murder. This explains main characters in the film witnessing a gang fire, which was
inspired by the Saint Valentine's Day Massacre. What's more, produced in 1959, the
film is considered one of the final nails on the coffin for the Hays Code by featuring
cross dressing and playing with the idea of homosexuality.

Laugh as the characters
laugh, grieve as they suffer, you might
know more about the culture values in

China and America.

He was finally with this truth alone forever and no
one would know it. Therefore, we can see that in her eyes, humanity

wins.

The Normal Heart, adapted by HBO from a play of the same title
which had won the Tony Award, demonstrated the HIV plague in US
broke out in the 1980s and provided a thorough view towards the
issue and a deep concern of the sexual minority groups.

Under such circumstances, Ned Weeks, the homosexual writer,
stood up to appeal for consideration and assistance. He established
an organization called “"Gay Men'’s Health Crisis” with the support of

his Gay allies. They raised money for researches and medical
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treatments, provided hot-line services and negotiated with politicians.
The crusade succeeded in improving public awareness, but it still took

four years of torment and dying before the U.S government finally

realized its significance and began to take actions.
During the 133 minutes of the movie, there are dense outburst of
anger, despair, grieving and happiness which tense your nerve, force
you to think about the discriminations against LGBTQIA groups and
how they've been suffering although they are also normal people, just
like others. Perhaps that's the essence of the movie: treat those

normal people with a normal heart.

After his
death, Calpernia succeeds in finishing transsexual operation and
becomes a woman completely. Barry’'s death brings endless pain to
Calpernia, but it also encourages her to walk forward more bravely.
And it makes the theme of the movie deeper that it is based on a
true story in America. There's no doubt that it's a sad story, but we
can see the inspiration and courage from the couple. The truth is

Under the
influence of him, Brendan became interested in illuminating and managed to
complete the Book of Kells with the help of Aidan and Aisling, a fairy in the forest,

The film allows me to catch a glimpse of the Irish culture, especially their religions.
Although the story is fictional, the Book of Kells does exist. It is a manuscript of the
four Gospels, and is illuminated with extraordinarily beautiful patterns. Started by
the monks in lona, the book was transferred to Kells to avoid the raid of the
Vikings. Today, it is regarded as the national treasure of Ireland. The book and its
story reveal the strong tie between the Irish art and Christianity. Nowadays, Ireland
is still among the most faithful Christian countries. Except Christianity, Druidism,
the original religion of the Irish, was also shown in the film. It has a tranquil side of
respecting the nature, as was presented by Aisling; it also has a dark, violent side of
demanding human sacrifices, presented by Crom Cruach, an evil deity with whom
Brendan fought.
